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Introduction:

In the Hon. Cabinet meeting held on 05.03.2020, concerns were expressed regarding the
continuously increasing expenditure of the increased number of privately funded military schools,
the deteriorating condition of military schools and the functioning of military schools. Also, as per
the Government decision dated 26th September 1995, out of the 38 subsidized military schools in
the state, 12 military schools have been given land within the limit of 30 acres. However, since very
few students are enrolled in the N.D.A. (National Defence Academy) among the military schools in
the state, the Hon. Cabinet had directed to amend this scheme and submit a proposal for granting
subsidy based on the performance of the schools. Hon. In pursuance of the said directive of the
Cabinet, the Department had constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of the Director, State
Council of Educational Research and Training, Pune, vide Government Decision dated 06.12.2022.
The Committee considered the recommendations in the report submitted to the Government on
29.11.2023 as well as the recommendations of the State Government.
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Regarding the reform policy to be implemented in the approved military schools, Hon. Minister,
School Education and

A proposal was submitted for the approval of the Hon. Cabinet as per the discussions held in the
meetings chaired by the Principal Secretary, Department. The said proposal was approved in the
Cabinet meeting held on 30.09.2024 and accordingly the matter of taking a decision was subject to
the consideration of the Government.

Government Decision:

a) By this Government Decision, Government Decisions No. 1 to 4 are being cancelled.



b) The following policy is being decided regarding the military schools in the state.

1) Medium of instruction:

The medium of instruction in the private approved military schools in the state will be English.

*2) Examination Board:

*The CBSE board curriculum should be implemented in the private aided
military schools in the state. Since the said curriculum is compatible with
N.D.A (National Defence Academy) and other competitive examinations, it
will help in selecting maximum number of students from military schools in
N.D.A.

(National Defence Academy).
3) Admission and Entrance Examination of Students:

a) Since N.D.A. (National Defence Academy) has started admitting girls from the year 2021-22, N.D.A.
(National Defence Programme) In order to ensure equal participation of girls and to improve their
quality, co-education is being provided in all the existing military schools for boys and girls.

a) In all military schools, a maximum of two
pieces from each class from class 6 to class 12 will be admissible.

e) The Government Decision dated 24th December 2007 referred to in reference No. 3 is hereby
cancelled and accordingly, no independent tribal

pieces will be admissible in military schools with effect from the date of this Government Decision.
However, the independent tribal units that were granted government recognition before the date of
this government decision will remain in place. Each unit in the military school will have an

there is more than one section of a class in a school, all sections should have equal number of
students from Scheduled Tribes.

e) Per capita maintenance allowance (dwelling allowance) will not be admissible to the resident
students of Scheduled Tribes admitted in military schools in the state. As per the administrative
decision of the Department of Social Justice and Special Assistance dated 16th August, 2024, the said
maintenance allowance has been fixed at Rs. 2200/- per month per capita. The per capita
maintenance allowance (dwelling allowance) of the resident students of Scheduled Tribes admitted
to military schools in the state will be given to the Tribal Development Department. Apart from this,
no other fee/scholarship allowance will be admissible.

u) Also, salary allowance is given to the teachers teaching in the tribal contingent attached to the
military schools run by the autonomous institutions in the state. As per the revised policy, salary
allowance for the teachers will be paid to the Tribal Development Department in proportion to the
number of resident students of Scheduled Tribes admitted to military schools.



B. S. E. Teachers who are redundant due to the curriculum or reform policy or who are willing to
teach in English medium should be adjusted in other equivalent Government/aided schools.

b) Before adjustment, the teachers working in the existing military schools will be given a state-level
aptitude test for the CBSE curriculum.

The appointment of the teachers who qualify in the test will continue in the concerned military
schools. However, the teachers who are found ineligible in the entrance examination should be
adjusted in other Government/aided schools.

e) The procedure prescribed under the Administrative Decision No. SS 2017/P.Kr.22/17/TAT-2, dated
15th March, 2024, of the Department of School Education and Sports, regarding the above
adjustment of teachers in military schools, will be implemented.

8. In view of the shortage of space in Mumbai Metropolitan Region, can education be started on the
military school principle in the schools of Mumbai Metropolitan Region at present? The committee
will study the report of Justice Dhuka Committee constituted by Mumbai Metropolitan Region and
make recommendations to the government in this regard.

9. To recommend to the government to grant permission to start military schools on self-aided basis
in those districts where military schools do not exist.

6) State Military School Board:

The State Military School Board will work towards improving the military schools in the state. The
State Military School Board shall be under the administrative control of the Military School
Management Committee and shall function as per the directions of the Military School Management
Committee.

The structure of the State Military School Board shall be as follows.
Director (State Council of Educational Research and Training, Pune) - Chairman
Commandant (Satara Military School) - Ex-officio Member
Principal (S.P.I., Sambhajinagar) - Ex-officio Member
Deputy Secretary (School Management), - Ex-officio Member
Officer of the rank of N.G., retired from the Army - Ex-officio Member
Office of the Deputy Director (Secondary and Higher Secondary), Commissioner
(Education), Pune - Ex-officio Member Secretary
President, State Granted Military Schools Association - Member
Secretary, State Granted Military Schools Association - Member
The functions of the State Military Schools Board shall be as follows:

a) To supervise all military schools under the jurisdiction of the State Government under the N.D.A.
(National Defence Academy)

Continuous guidance for and measures to ensure that maximum number of students from the said
military schools qualify for N.D.A.

b) Prepare a syllabus for SSB

Interview preparation required for selection in N.D.A. (National Defence Academy) and take action
for its effective implementation to pass class 6.

e) To prescribe the duties and responsibilities of other posts including Commandant in military
schools.

e) To prescribe the duties, responsibilities and educational qualifications of teachers/non-teaching
staff in military schools.

A) To review the educational policy of all the military schools in the state, which has been revised
every five years. Arrangements should be made to provide necessary, updated and up-to-date
curriculum and supplementary teacher training to become a military officer.

a) Retired Army Officer in the rank of Engineer/Colonel- 1 post (by order)
(Contractual mode)

b) Office Superintendent- 1 post (on ad hoc basis)

c) Clerk- 2 posts (on contract basis)

e) Constable- 1 post (on contract basis)

The Director, State Council of Educational Research and Training, Pune
will be the appointing authority for the appointment to the above posts.

Suitable space will be provided in the office premises of State Council of Educational Research and
Training, Pune for the day-to-day administrative work of the State Military School Board.

7) Central Government PPP Appropriate recommendations in the policy:

a) In the districts where military schools do not exist at present, permission will be given to establish
military schools on self-

aided basis or on PPP basis.

b) Approval of the ACCC team should be given to every military school. So that the students will
benefit and the quality of the school will increase in the valley.

c¢) To achieve excellence and encouragement in sports, military schools will have the freedom to
choose sports according to the local situation under the One School One Game scheme. This scheme
will help in creating a distinct identity of each school.

e) Privately funded military schools (5 military schools per year) should be given an annual incentive
of Rs. 10 lakhs based on the work done. The rules in this regard will be laid down by the Military
Schools Management Committee and the decision in this regard will be taken with the approval of
the Finance Department.

[29/06, 2:54 pm] Kulkarni Sir: A) A plan should be prepared for training teachers in military schools
through the State Council of Educational Research and Training, Pune. The training period should be
a maximum of 50 hours as prescribed in the National Education Policy 2020.



8) Regarding appointment, duties and responsibilities of the post of Commandant:

The appointment, duties and responsibilities of the post of Commandant in military schools as
prescribed in Annexure-A shall be determined by the State Military Schools Board and approved as
per the prescribed procedure.

9) Number of Teachers and Teachers and Staff:

Currently, as per the Government decision dated 26th September 1995, 2 teachers per batch from
class 6 to class 10 and as per the Government decision dated 25th July 2002,

5.5 teacher posts are not permissible for each batch of class 11 and 12. Instead,

as per the criteria of recognition,

1.5 teacher posts per batch from class 6 to class 10 should be sanctioned in all the military schools
under the jurisdiction of the State Government as per the Central Government's Satara Military
School. Also, for class 11th and 12th, 2 per class per batch and a total of 4 posts will be sanctioned
for class 11th and 12th. Accordingly, the list of posts will be as follows.

The revised number of posts for teachers and teachers in military schools will be approved by the
General Administration Department and Finance Department as per the prescribed procedure.
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
